Step 1 

• If possible, weigh patient (estimated weight is fine) 

• Ask for or estimate height 

Step 2 

• Check SCiStore for known CKD 4 or 5 (eGFR under 30) 

• DO NOT WAIT FOR CURRENT BLOOD RESULT 

Step 3 

• eGFR ≥30: give 5mg/kg* actual weight to max 400mg 

• eGFR <30: give 2·5mg/kg* actual weight to max 180mg 
• If only height known, dose as per table below
